Cutting across three
common genres (news, drama, and comedy), characterizations, contexts, and themes are critically
analyzed to uncover what each genre has contributed to audience’s understanding of risk, and what
it is like to live with HIV. In total, the book offers three perspectives of the lessons presented about
HIV. First, is the view from the screen; asking what the characters themselves say to the viewer.
Second the book shares results from interviews with viewers themselves who have recalled seeing
the shows mentioned. Finally, the book offers thoughts and reflections from writers, producers, and
actors involved in the narratives. Providing the greatest insight, an interview with Daniel Franzese
(Mean Girls, Road to Recovery, Looking) offers his experience in playing multiple roles as someone
living with HIV and a challenge to media writers to be cautious in how they choose to write HIV into
a storyline.
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
