His horrifying compulsion to
kidnap, rape and torture his victims before murdering them showed a savagery and cruelty that can
barely be believed. His 'House of Horrors' at 25 Cromwell Street, Gloucester, became a burial
ground for the women who fell into his hands. This new publication of Geoffrey Wansell's iconic,
bestselling true crime masterpiece comes thirty years after West was arrested, in 1992.
