ReCeNT EVENTS IMPACTING OCEANGATE

IN 2023, OCEANGATE FACED SIGNIFICANT CHALLENGES THAT RAISED QUESTIONS ABOUT ITS FUTURE OPERATIONS. THESE
EVENTS INCLUDED A TRAGIC INCIDENT INVOLVING A SUBMERSIBLE THAT RESULTED IN THE LOSS OF SEVERAL LIVES DURING AN
