Aaron Henry of Mississippi covers the life of this remarkable leader, from his
humble beginnings in a sharecropping family to his election to the Mississippi house of
representatives in 1979, all the while maintaining the social-change ideology that prompted him to
improve his native state, and thereby the nation.
