Question 4: Regression Analysis

Regression concepts were central to question four, which required students to analyze scatterplots,
calculate least-squares regression lines, and interpret slope and correlation coefficients. The
question also addressed residuals and the appropriateness of linear models for given data sets.

Question 5: Chi-Square Tests

This question assessed knowledge of chi-square tests for independence or goodness of fit. Students
had to set up hypotheses, calculate expected counts, and draw conclusions based on test statistics
and p-values. The question emphasized categorical data analysis and conditions for valid chi-square
tests.

Question 6: Sampling Distributions and Central Limit
Theorem

The final question dealt with sampling distributions and the Central Limit Theorem, requiring
students to calculate means, standard deviations, and probabilities related to sample statistics.
Understanding how sample size affects variability and the shape of the sampling distribution was
key for this question.



Common Statistical Concepts Tested
