THE DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE IS A HISTORIC DOCUMENT THAT ANNOUNCED THE AMERICAN COLONIES’ DECISION TO BECOME
INDEPENDENT FROM BRITISH RULE. |T EXPLAINED THE REASONS WHY THE COLONIES WANTED TO BREAK AWAY AND FORM THEIR
OWN COUNTRY. THIS DOCUMENT IS CONSIDERED ONE OF THE MOST IMPORTANT IN UNITED STATES HISTORY BECAUSE IT
DECLARED THE CREATION OF A NEW NATION. THE DECLARATION ALSO LAID OUT THE PRINCIPLES OF FREEDOM AND EQUALITY
THAT THE NEW COUNTRY WOULD BE BUILT UPON. UNDERSTANDING WHAT THE DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE IS HELPS CHILDREN
GRASP THE IDEA OF GOVERNMENT AND RIGHTS.

THe HisTORY BEHIND THE DECLARATION

THe DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE CAME ABOUT DURING A TIME WHEN THE AMERICAN COLONIES WERE UNHAPPY WITH BRITISH
CONTROL. THE BRITISH GOVERNMENT WAS MAKING LAWS AND TAXES THAT THE COLONISTS FELT WERE UNFAIR. OVER TIME,
TENSIONS GREW BETWEEN THE COLONIES AND GREAT BRITAIN, LEADING TO PROTESTS AND CONFLICTS. IN 1776,
REPRESENTATIVES FROM THE THIRTEEN COLONIES MET TO DISCUSS THEIR FUTURE. THEY DECIDED IT WAS TIME TO DECLARE
INDEPENDENCE AND EXPLAIN THEIR REASONS TO THE WORLD.

EVENTS LEADING TO INDEPENDENCE

SEVERAL KEY EVENTS LED UP TO THE CREATION OF THE DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE. THESE EVENTS HELPED SHAPE THE
COLONIES’ DESIRE TO BE FREE.

e THE STAMP ACT: A TAX ON PAPER GOODS THAT ANGERED COLONISTS.
o THE BosToN TEA PARTY: A PROTEST WHERE COLONISTS DUMPED TEA INTO BOSTON HARBOR.

e THE INTOLERABLE ACTS: HARSH LAWS PASSED BY BRITAIN TO PUNISH MASSACHUSETTS.



o THE FIRST CONTINENTAL CONGRESS: A MEETING OF COLONIAL LEADERS TO DISCUSS THEIR PROBLEMS WITH BRITAIN.

Key PeoPLE INVOLVED IN THE DECLARATION

MANY IMPORTANT PEOPLE PLAYED A ROLE IN CREATING THE DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE. THESE LEADERS WORKED TOGETHER
TO WRITE THE DOCUMENT AND REPRESENT THE COLONIES.

THOMAS JEFFERSON

THOMASJEFFERSON WAS THE MAIN AUTHOR OF THE DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE. HE WROTE THE FIRST DRAFT, EXPLAINING
WHY THE COLONIES WANTED FREEDOM.JEFFERSON)S W ORDS EXPRESSED THE IDEAS OF LIBERTY AND EQUALITY THAT BECAME
CENTRAL TO THE NEW NATION.

JoHn AbaMs
JOHN ADAMS WAS A STRONG SUPPORTER OF INDEPENDENCE. HE HELPED PERSUADE OTHERS IN THE CONTINENTAL CONGRESS TO

AGREE TO BREAK AWAY FROM BRITAIN. ADAMS ALSO WORKED \)VITHJEFFERSON TO REVISE THE DECLARATION BEFORE IT WAS
FINALIZED.

BENJAMIN FRANKLIN
BENJAMIN FRANKLIN W AS ONE OF THE OLDEST AND WISEST MEMBERS OF THE CONGRESS. HE HELPED EDIT THE DECLARATION AND

GAVE ADVICE DURING THE WRITING PROCESS. FRANKLIN’S EXPERIENCE WAS VALUABLE IN MAKING THE DOCUMENT CLEAR AND
POWERFUL.

THE SIGNERS OF THE DECLARATION

IN TOTAL, 56 MEN SIGNED THE DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE. THESE SIGNERS RISKED THEIR LIVES BY OPENLY DECLARING
REBELLION AGAINST BRITAIN. THEIR SIGNATURES MADE THE DOCUMENT OFFICIAL AND SHOWED THEIR COMMITMENT TO FREEDOM.

MAIN IDEAS OF THE DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE

THE DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE INCLUDES SEVERAL IMPORTANT IDEAS THAT EXPLAIN WHY THE COLONIES WANTED TO BE
FREE. THESE IDEAS HAVE INFLUENCED MANY COUNTRIES AND PEOPLE AROUND THE WORLD.

ALL MeN Are CREATED EQUAL

THE DECLARATION STATES THAT ALL PEOPLE HAVE EQUAL RIGHTS. THIS IDEA WAS REVOLUTIONARY AT THE TIME AND REMAINS
A KEY PRINCIPLE TODAY. |T MEANS THAT NO ONE IS BORN BETTER THAN SOMEONE ELSE.

Lire, LIBERTY, AND THE PURSUIT OF HAPPINESS

THE DOCUMENT SAYS EVERYONE HAS THE RIGHT TO LIVE FREELY AND SEEK HAPPINESS. THESE RIGHTS CANNOT BE TAKEN AWAY
BY GOVERNMENTS. THE DECLARATION EMPHASIZES THAT GOVERNMENTS EXIST TO PROTECT THESE RIGHTS.



THE RIGHT TO CHANGE OR ABOLISH GOVERNMENT

IF A GOVERNMENT DOES NOT PROTECT PEOPLE’S RIGHTS, THE DECLARATION SAYS CITIZENS HAVE THE RIGHT TO CHANGE OR
REMOVE THAT GOVERNMENT. THIS IDEA JUSTIFIED THE COLONIES’ DECISION TO LEAVE BRITISH RULE.

How THE DECLARATION W AS WRITTEN AND SIGNED

THE PROCESS OF CREATING THE DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE INVOLVED SEVERAL STEPS. IT WAS NOT WRITTEN BY ONE
PERSON ALONE BUT WAS A TEAM EFFORT INVOLVING MANY LEADERS.

\WRITING THE DRAFT

THOMASJEFFERSON WROTE THE FIRST DRAFT OF THE DECLARATION. HE WORKED CAREFULLY TO EXPLAIN THE COLONIES’
REASONS FOR INDEPENDENCE AND THE PRINCIPLES BEHIND THEIR DECISION. AFTER WRITING, THE DRAFT WAS SHARED WITH OTHER
LEADERS FOR REVIEW.

EpITING AND REVISING

JoHN ADAMS, BENJAMIN FRANKLIN, AND OTHERS MADE CHANGES TO JEFFERSON’S DRAFT. THEY WORKED TO CLARIFY THE
LANGUAGE AND MAKE THE DOCUMENT STRONGER. THIS TEAMWORK HELPED CREATE A POWERFUL AND CLEAR STATEMENT.

SIGNING THE DECLARATION

ONJuLy 4, 1776, THE CONTINENTAL CONGRESS OFFICIALLY ADOPTED THE DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE. THE 56
REPRESENTATIVES SIGNED THE DOCUMENT ON THAT DAY OR SHORTLY AFTER. THEIR SIGNATURES SYMBOLIZED THEIR AGREEMENT
AND COURAGE TO STAND AGAINST BRITISH RULE.

\WHY THE DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE IS IMPORTANT TODAY

THE DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE REMAINS AN IMPORTANT SYMBOL OF FREEDOM AND DEMOCRACY. |T LAID THE FOUNDATION
