BIOGRAPHY OF JEANNE W AKATSUKI HOUSTON

JEANNE W/ AKATSUKI HOUSTON WAS BORN IN 1934 IN INGLEWOOD, CALIFORNIA, INTO A JAPANESE AMERICAN FAMILY. HER
EARLY CHILDHOOD WAS PROFOUNDLY SHAPED BY THE EVENTS OF W ORLD W AR Il, PARTICULARLY THE FORCED RELOCATION AND
INCARCERATION OF JAPANESE AMERICANS. THE FAREWELL TO MANZANAR AUTHOR EXPERIENCED THESE HARDSHIPS FIRSTHAND,
WHICH LATER FORMED THE FOUNDATION OF HER MEMOIR. AFTER THE WAR, SHE PURSUED EDUCATION AND EVENTUALLY BECAME A
WRITER DEDICATED TO SHARING JAPANESE AMERICAN EXPERIENCES. HER BACKGROUND AS A SECOND-GENERATION JAPANESE
AMERICAN (NISEI) GAVE HER A UNIQUE PERSPECTIVE ON ISSUES OF IDENTITY, DISPLACEMENT, AND RESILIENCE.

EARLY LIFE AND FAMILY BACKGROUND

THe W AKATSUKI FAMILY WAS AMONG THE APPROXIMATELY 120,000 JAPANESE AMERICANS AFFECTED BY EXECUTIVE ORDER
9066, WHICH AUTHORIZED THEIR INTERNMENT. JEANNE’S FAMILY WAS SENT TO THE MANZANAR W/ AR RELOCATION CENTER IN
CALIFORNIA, ONE OF THE TEN CAMPS ESTABLISHED BY THE U.S. GOVERNMENT. HER FATHER’S ROLE AS A FISHERMAN AND THE
FAMILY’S CULTURAL TRADITIONS WERE DISRUPTED BY THIS FORCED INCARCERATION. THESE EXPERIENCES DEEPLY INFLUENCED
JEANNE’S WORLDVIEW AND LATER WRITING.

EbucATION AND CAREER DEVELOPMENT

FOLLOWING THE \X/AR,JEANNE W/ AKATSUKI PURSUED HIGHER EDUCATION, ATTENDING SANJOSE STATE UNIVERSITY AND LATER
THE UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA, BERKELEY. SHE DEVELOPED A PASSION FOR STORYTELLING AND HISTORY, WHICH GUIDED HER
DECISION TO DOCUMENT HER FAMILY’S INTERNMENT EXPERIENCE. COLLABORATING WITH HER HUSBANDIJAMES D. HOUSTON, SHE
CO-AUTHORED “FAREWELL TO MANZANAR,H BLENDING PERSONAL NARRATIVE WITH HISTORICAL CONTEXT TO CREATE A
COMPELLING MEMOIR.

“FAREWELL TO MANZANAR” WAS PUBLISHED IN 197 3 DURING A PERIOD OF GROWING AWARENESS ABOUT CIVIL RIGHTS AND
HISTORICAL INJUSTICES IN THE UNITED STATES. THE FAREWELL TO MANZANAR AUTHOR’S WORK SHEDS LIGHT ON A DARK
CHAPTER IN AMERICAN HISTORY OFTEN OVERLOOKED IN MAINSTREAM DISCOURSE. | HE MEMOIR PROVIDES A FIRST-PERSON
ACCOUNT OF LIFE IN INTERNMENT CAMPS, CHALLENGING THE NARRATIVES THAT JUSTIFIED THE GOVERNMENT’S ACTIONS DURING
\WoRrLD W AR II.

THE_ JAPANESE AMERICAN INTERNMENT CAMPS

FOLLOWING THE ATTACK ON PEARL HARBOR IN 194 1, JAPANESE AMERICANS WERE SUBJECTED TO SUSPICION AND RACIAL
PREJUDICE, LEADING TO THEIR FORCED REMOVAL FROM THE WEST COAST. THE INTERNMENT CAMPS WERE LOCATED IN ISOLATED
AREAS, INCLUDING DESERTS AND MOUNTAINS, AND WERE SURROUNDED BY BARBED WIRE AND ARMED GUARDS. FAMILIES ENDURED
HARSH LIVING CONDITIONS, LOSS OF PROPERTY, AND EMOTIONAL TRAUMA. MANZANAR, WHERE JEANNE’S FAMILY WAS HELD,
BECAME ONE OF THE MOST WELL-KNOWN CAMPS DUE TO ITS SIZE AND THE DOCUMENTATION OF LIFE THERE.

GOVERNMENT PoLICIES AND PuBLIC PERCEPTION

THe U.S. GOVERNMENT JUSTIFIED THE INTERNMENT AS A NECESSARY SECURITY MEASURE, BUT IT WAS LATER RECOGNIZED AS A
GRAVE VIOLATION OF CIVIL LIBERTIES. PUBLIC PERCEPTION AT THE TIME WAS LARGELY INFLUENCED BY WARTIME HYSTERIA AND
RACIAL DISCRIMINATION. THE FAREWELL TO MANZANAR AUTHOR’S MEMOIR CONTRIBUTED TO A BROADER UNDERSTANDING OF
THESE INJUSTICES BY HUMANIZING THE EXPERIENCES OF INTERNEES AND HIGHLIGHTING THE CONSEQUENCES OF PREJUDICE AND FEAR.
