MISPRONOUNCING SYLLABLE STRESS

CoNFUSING VOWEL SOUNDS

VOWEL SOUNDS IN FOURTH WING CHARACTER NAMES OFTEN DIFFER FROM STANDARD ENGLISH PRONUNCIATION. FOR INSTANCE,
THE “AE” IN “KAELEN” SOUNDS LIKE “AY,” NOT “AH.” RECOGNIZING THESE VOWEL VARIATIONS PREVENTS COMMON

LisTEN To OFFICIAL PRONUNCIATIONS

SPOKEN BY CREATORS OR VOICE ACTORS ENSURES ACCURACY AND BUILDS CONFIDENCE.

PrACTICE REGULARLY WITH PEERS

ENGAGING IN DISCUSSIONS WITH FELLOW FANS AND PRACTICING PRONUNCIATION ALOUD REINFORCES CORRECT ARTICULATION.
REPETITION AND SOCIAL INTERACTION CONTRIBUTE SIGNIFICANTLY TO RETENTION.

LINGUISTIC ORIGINS AND INFLUENCE ON PRONUNCIATION
