WHAT wAS OPERATION BLUE STAR AND HOW DID IT RELATE TO THE PUNJAB RIOTS?

OPERATION BLUE STAR WAS A MILITARY OPERATION CARRIED OUT BY THE INDIAN GOVERNMENT IN_JUNE 1984 To REMOVE
MILITANTS FROM THE GOLDEN TEMPLE IN AMRITSAR. THIS OPERATION LED TO WIDESPREAD OUTRAGE AMONG SIKHS AND
TRIGGERED VIOLENT RIOTS ACROSS PUNJAB AND OTHER PARTS OF INDIA.

WHAT WERE THE CAUSES OF THE PUNJAB RIOTS?

THE CAUSES INCLUDED RELIGIOUS AND POLITICAL TENSIONS, DEMANDS FOR GREATER AUTONOMY BY SIKHS, THE RISE OF
MILITANCY, THE INDIAN GOVERNMENT'S MILITARY ACTION AT THE GOLDEN TEMPLE/ AND RETALIATORY VIOLENCE BETWEEN
COMMUNITIES.

How pbib THE 1984 ANTI-SIKH RIOTS IMPACT PUNJAB?

THe 1984 ANTI-SIKH RIOTS, WHICH FOLLOWED THE ASSASSINATION OF PRIME MINISTER INDIRA GANDHI, RESULTED IN THE
MASSACRE OF THOUSANDS OF SIKHS, WIDESPREAD DESTRUCTION, DEEPENED COMMUNAL DIVISIONS, AND LED TO PROLONGED
INSTABILITY AND VIOLENCE IN PUNJAB.

\WHO WERE THE MAIN GROUPS INVOLVED IN THE PUNJAB RIOTS?

THE MAIN GROUPS INVOLVED WERE SIKH MILITANTS, Hinou MOBS, INDIAN SECURITY FORCES, AND LOCAL POLITICAL FACTIONS,
ALL PLAYING DIFFERENT ROLES DURING VARIOUS PHASES OF THE PUNJAB RIOTS.

\WHAT WAS THE ROLE OF THE INDIAN GOVERNMENT DURING THE PUNJAB RIOTS?

THE INDIAN GOVERNMENT INITIALLY RESPONDED WITH MILITARY OPERATIONS LIKE OPERATION BLUE STAR AND LATER IMPOSED
STRICT LAW AND ORDER MEASURES. HO\X/EVEE, IT FACED CRITICISM FOR ITS HANDLING OF THE 1984 ANTI-SIKH RIOTS AND
FAILURE TO PREVENT COMMUNAL VIOLENCE.

\WHAT LONG-TERM EFFECTS DID THE PUNJAB RIOTS HAVE ON THE REGION?

THE LONG-TERM EFFECTS INCLUDED LOSS OF LIVES, DISPLACEMENT OF PEOPLE, INCREASED MILITANCY AND INSURGENCY,
POLITICAL INSTABILITY, COMMUNAL DISTRUST, AND ECONOMIC DISRUPTION IN PunJAB.
