PARTS OF INDIA AND PAKISTAN. THE FAITH WAS ESTABLISHED BY GURU NANAK DEV JI IN THE LATE 15TH CENTURY, A TIME
MARKED BY SOCIAL UPHEAVAL AND RELIGIOUS INTOLERANCE. SIKHISM AROSE AS A REFORMIST MOVEMENT THAT REJECTED
RITUALISM AND CASTE DISCRIMINATION PREVALENT IN CONTEMPORARY RELIGIOUS PRACTICES.

GURU NANAK Dev JI’s EARLY LIFE AND TEACHINGS

GURU NANAK WAS BORN IN 1469 IN NANKANA SAHIB, PUNJAB. HIS TEACHINGS EMPHASIZED THE ONENESS OF GOD, EQUALITY OF
ALL HUMANS, AND THE IMPORTANCE OF HONEST LIVING AND SELFLESS SERVICE. T HESE CORE PRINCIPLES CHALLENGED EXISTING
ORTHODOXIES AND ATTRACTED A GROWING FOLLOWING IN PUNJAB AND BEYOND.

CuULTURAL AND ReLIGIous CONTEXT oF PUNJAB

PUNJAB DURING THE 15TH AND 16 TH CENTURIES WAS A MELTING POT OF HINDU AND ISLAMIC TRADITIONS. THIS CULTURAL
DIVERSITY INFLUENCED SIKHISM’S DEVELOPMENT, WHICH SOUGHT TO TRANSCEND SECTARIAN DIVIDES. THE FAITH’S EMPHASIS ON
DEVOTION TO ONE GOD AND REJECTION OF CASTE DISTINCTIONS WAS REVOLUTIONARY FOR THE REGION.

THE TeN SikH GUrRUS AND THEIR CONTRIBUTIONS

THE EVOLUTION OF SIKHISM WAS SHAPED PROFOUNDLY BY THE TEN GURUS WHO SUCCEEDED GURU NANAK. EACH GURU
CONTRIBUTED UNIQUELY TO THE SPIRITUAL, SOCIAL, AND POLITICAL DIMENSIONS OF THE FAITH, CONSOLIDATING ITS IDENTITY
WITHIN PUNJAB AND BEYOND.



GURU ANGAD TO GURU ARJAN: ESTABLISHING SIKH INSTITUTIONS

GURU ANGAD, THE SECOND GURU, INTRODUCED THE GURMUKHI SCRIPT, WHICH STANDARDIZED SIKH SCRIPTURE. SUCCESSIVE
GURUS DEVELOPED SIKH PRACTICES AND COMMUNITY INSTITUTIONS. NOTABLY, GURU ARJAN COMPILED THE ADI GRANTH, THE
CENTRAL SCRIPTURE, AND CONSTRUCTED THE HARMANDIR SAHIB (GOLDEN TEMPLE), SYMBOLIZING SIKH UNITY AND INCLUSIVITY.

GURU HARGOBIND To GURU GOBIND SINGH: MILITARIZATION AND THE KHALSA

\W/ITH INCREASING PERSECUTION UNDER MUGHAL RULERS, GURU HARGOBIND INTRODUCED THE CONCEPT OF MIRI AND PIRI,
COMBINING TEMPORAL AND SPIRITUAL AUTHORITY. GURU GOBIND SINGH, THE TENTH GURU, FOUNDED THE KHALSA IN 1699, A
COLLECTIVE BODY OF INITIATED SIKHS COMMITTED TO DEFENDING JUSTICE AND UPHOLDING SIKH VALUES.

SikHISM UNDER MUGHAL RULE

THE HISTORY OF SIKHISM PUNJAB WAS DEEPLY AFFECTED BY THE POLICIES OF MUGHAL RULERS WHO OFTEN PERCEIVED THE
GROWING SIKH COMMUNITY AS A POLITICAL THREAT. THIS PERIOD WAS MARKED BY INTENSE PERSECUTION BUT ALSO THE
STRENGTHENING OF SIKH IDENTITY AND RESILIENCE.

PeErSECUTION AND MARTYRDOM

SEVERAL SIkH GURUS AND FOLLOWERS FACED MARTYRDOM DURING MUGHAL RULE. GURU ARJAN DEV JI WAS EXECUTED IN
1606, AND GURU TEGH BAHADUR JI WAS MARTYRED IN 1675 FOR DEFENDING RELIGIOUS FREEDOM. THESE SACRIFICES
GALVANIZED THE SIKH COMMUNITY AND INTENSIFIED THEIR COMMITMENT TO JUSTICE AND SELF-DEFENSE.

FORMATION OF THE KHALSA

IN RESPONSE TO PERSECUTION, GURU GOBIND SINGH ESTABLISHED THE KHALSA, A MILITARIZED SIKH ORDER. THE KHALSA PLAYED



A CRUCIAL ROLE IN DEFENDING SIKHISM AND PUNJAB FROM OPPRESSION, INSTITUTING DISTINCT SYMBOLS SUCH AS THE Five Ks
THAT CONTINUE TO DEFINE SIKH IDENTITY TODAY.

THE SikH EMPIRE AND POLITICAL INFLUENCE

FOLLOWING THE DECLINE OF MUGHAL POWER, SIKH LEADERS IN PUNJAB CONSOLIDATED THEIR AUTHORITY, LEADING TO THE
