New Moon

Waxing Phases
Following the New Moon, the illuminated portion of the Moon gradually increases or waxes.
The Waxing Crescent phase shows a sliver of light on the Moon’s right side. The First



Quarter phase features half of the Moon illuminated. The Waxing Gibbous phase occurs as
more than half of the Moon’s surface becomes visible, leading up to the Full Moon.

Full Moon
The Full Moon phase is when the entire face of the Moon visible from Earth is illuminated by
the Sun. This phase occurs when the Earth lies directly between the Sun and the Moon,
creating a bright, fully lit lunar disk.

Waning Phases
After the Full Moon, the illuminated portion begins to decrease or wane. The Waning
Gibbous phase shows a shrinking bright area on the left side. The Last Quarter phase again
displays half illumination but on the opposite side compared to the First Quarter. The
Waning Crescent phase is the final stage before the New Moon, featuring a thin crescent of
light.

Scientific Explanation of Moon Phases
The phenomenon of moon phases arises from the interplay of three celestial bodies: the
Sun, Earth, and Moon. The Moon does not emit its own light; instead, it reflects sunlight.
The changing angle between the Moon, Earth, and Sun determines how much of the Moon’s
illuminated hemisphere is visible from Earth. This geometric relationship causes the cyclical
appearance of moon phases.

Orbital Mechanics and Illumination
The Moon orbits Earth at an average distance of about 238,855 miles (384,400 kilometers).
As it travels, the Sun illuminates half of the Moon’s surface at all times. However, only the
portion facing Earth is observable, and this visible fraction shifts continuously. The angle
between the Sun, Moon, and Earth, known as the phase angle, governs the shape of the
visible illuminated area.

Synodic vs. Sidereal Month
The synodic month, approximately 29.5 days, measures the time between identical moon
phases, such as New Moon to New Moon. The sidereal month, about 27.3 days, is the time
the Moon takes to orbit Earth relative to distant stars. The difference occurs because Earth
is also orbiting the Sun, requiring the Moon to travel extra distance to realign with the Sun-
Earth line.



Effects of Moon Phases on Earth
Moon phases have significant impacts on various natural and human systems. One of the
most notable effects is their influence on ocean tides. The gravitational pull of the Moon,
combined with the Sun’s gravity, creates tidal forces that cause the rise and fall of sea
levels. These tidal patterns correspond closely with the lunar phases.

Tidal Variations

gravitational forces and producing higher high tides known as spring tides. Conversely,
during the First and Last Quarter phases, the Moon and Sun are at right angles relative to
Earth, resulting in lower high tides called neap tides.
