Rock HubsoN wAs BorRN oN NOVEMBER 17, 1925, IN WINNETKA, ILLINOIS. RAISED PRIMARILY BY HIS MOTHER AND
STEPFATHER, HE ADOPTED THE STAGE NAME ROCK HUDSON TO CREATE A MORE MARKET ABLE IDENTITY IN THE ENTERTAINMENT
INDUSTRY. HIS TALL STATURE AND HANDSOME FEATURES QUICKLY MADE HIM A FAVORITE LEADING MAN IN THE 1950s AND
1960s. HUDSON STARRED IN NUMEROUS SUCCESSFUL FILMS, INCLUDING ROMANTIC COMEDIES AND DRAMAS, SOLIDIFYING HIS
STATUS AS A HOLLYWOOD HEARTTHROB. HIS CAREER SPANNED SEVERAL DECADES, WITH NOTABLE APPEARANCES IN MOVIES
SUCH AS PiLLow TALK, GIANT, AND MAGNIFICENT OBSESSION. THROUGHOUT HIS CAREER, HUDSON WAS ASSOCIATED WITH A
CLEAN-CUT, ALL-AMERICAN IMAGE, WHICH WAS CAREFULLY MAINTAINED BY THE STUDIOS AND HIS MANAGEMENT.

THe MARRIAGE oF Rock Hubson AND His WIFE

PHYLLIS GATES: BACKGROUND AND RELATIONSHIP

PHYLLIS GATES WAS A FORMER SECRETARY AT THE W/ILLIAM MORRIS AGENCY/ ONE OF THE MOST INFLUENTIAL TALENT
AGENCIES IN HOLLYWoOD. HER MARRIAGE TO ROCk HUDSON WAS REPORTEDLY BRIEF AND REMAINED LARGELY PRIVATE DURING
THEIR TIME TOGETHER. W/HILE GATES LATER CLAIMED THAT THEIR MARRIAGE WAS GENUINE, MANY HoLLYWoOD INSIDERS AND
BIOGRAPHERS HAVE SUGGESTED THAT THE MARRIAGE WAS ARRANGED TO SHIELD HUDSON’S TRUE SEXUAL ORIENTATION FROM
THE PUBLIC AND THE INDUSTRY.



ReASONS BEHIND THE MARRIAGE

THE MARRIAGE BETWEEN ROCK HUDSON AND HIS WIFE IS OFTEN UNDERSTOOD WITHIN THE CONTEXT OF THE PRESSURES FACED BY
ACTORS IN MID-CENTURY HOLLYWOOD. DURING THIS ERA, BEING OPENLY GAY COULD SEVERELY DAMAGE AN ACTOR’S CAREER,
CAUSING MANY TO ENTER INTO MARRIAGES TO PROTECT THEIR PROFESSIONAL LIVES.

® MEETING CONTRACTUAL OR PROMOTIONAL OBLIGATIONS IMPOSED BY STUDIOS

PusLIC IMAGE Vvs. PRIVATE LIFE

THE DISPARITY BETWEEN ROCK HUDSON AND HIS WIFE AS A PUBLIC COUPLE AND HUDSON’S PRIVATE LIFE REFLECTS THE BROADER
ISSUE OF HoLLYWwooD’s TREATMENT OF LGBTQ+ ACTORS DURING THE 19505 anD 1960s. WHILE HUDSON WAS MARRIED
TO PHYLLIS GATES, HE WAS ALSO INVOLVED IN DISCREET RELATIONSHIPS WITH MEN OUTSIDE OF PUBLIC VIEW. THIS DUALITY
WAS COMMON IN THE INDUSTRY, WHERE IMAGE MANAGEMENT WAS PRIORITIZED OVER PERSONAL AUTHENTICITY.

HoLLYwoobD’s CULTURE OF SECRECY

DURING HUDSON’S CAREER PEAK, HoLLYWOOD STUDIOS OFTEN CONTROLLED AND MANIPULATED STARS” PERSONAL LIVES TO
MAINTAIN A CERTAIN IMAGE. CONTRACTS AND PUBLICISTS ENSURED THAT ACTORS ADHERED TO STRICT GUIDELINES ABOUT THEIR
BEHAVIOR AND RELATIONSHIPS. FOR ROCK HUDSON AND HIS WIFE, THIS MEANT THAT THEIR MARRIAGE WAS PROMOTED AS A
GENUINE RELATIONSHIP, DESPITE UNDERLYING REALITIES. HoLLYWOOD’S CULTURE OF SECRECY MEANT THAT MANY ACTORS LIKE
HUDSON LIVED DOUBLE LIVES TO PROTECT THEIR CAREERS AND REPUTATIONS.

THe REVELATION OF HUDSON’s SEXUALITY

Rock HUDSON’S SEXUALITY REMAINED A WELL-GUARDED SECRET UNTIL THE MID- 1980s. FOLLOWING HIS PUBLIC
ANNOUNCEMENT OF BEING DIAGNOSED WITH AIDS IN 1985, HUDSON’S PRIVATE LIFE CAME UNDER INTENSE SCRUTINY. His
MARRIAGE TO PHYLLIS GATES WAS RE-EXAMINED IN THIS NEW LIGHT, AND MORE INFORMATION ABOUT HIS RELATIONSHIPS WITH
MEN BECAME PUBLIC KNOWLEDGE. THIS REVELATION WAS A SIGNIFICANT MOMENT IN HOLLYWOOD HISTORY, AS HUDSON BECAME
ONE OF THE FIRST MAJOR CELEBRITIES TO BRING WIDESPREAD ATTENTION TO THE AIDS EPIDEMIC.
