HeaLTH DiAGNOSIS AND PuBLIC DISCLOSURE

IMPACT ON HoLLYWooD AND AIDS AWARENESS

HUDSON’S PUBLIC BATTLE WITH AIDS INSPIRED MANY IN HOLLYWOOD AND BEYOND TO BECOME ADVOCATES FOR AIDS
RESEARCH AND EDUCATION. HIS COURAGE ENCOURAGED OTHER INDIVIDUALS TO COME FORWARD AND SPEAK OPENLY ABOUT THE
DISEASE. FURTHERMORE, IT MARKED THE BEGINNING OF A BROADER CULTURAL SHIFT IN HOW AIDS WAS PERCEIVED AND
ADDRESSED IN THE UNITED STATES.

Doris DAY’s CAREER AND LEGACY IN THE MiD-1980s

By 1985, Doris DAY HAD TRANSITIONED FROM HER PROLIFIC CAREER AS AN ACTRESS AND SINGER TO FOCUS ON ANIMAL
WELFARE AND PERSONAL PROJECTS. THOUGH SHE WAS NO LONGER ACTIVE IN MAJOR FILM ROLES, HER LEGACY AS ONE OF
HoLLYWOOD’S MOST BELOVED STARS REMAINED INTACT. DAY’S WORK IN THE 19505 AND 1960S HAD ESTABLISHED HER AS A
