UNDERSTANDING THE STAR EARLY LITERACY TEST

THe STAR EARLY LITERACY TEST IS A COMPUTER-ADAPTIVE ASSESSMENT DESIGNED TO MEASURE EARLY LITERACY SKILLS IN
YOUNG CHILDREN, TYPICALLY FROM PRE-KINDERGARTEN THROUGH EARLY ELEMENTARY GRADES. UNLIKE TRADITIONAL
STANDARDIZED TESTS, IT ADAPTS TO EACH CHILD'S PERFORMANCE LEVEL, PROVIDING AN ACCURATE SNAPSHOT OF THEIR

IMPROVED READING FLUENCY AND SPELLING ABILITY.

LETTER AND W ORD RECOGNITION

RECOGNIZING LETTERS AND ASSOCIATING THEM WITH THEIR CORRESPONDING SOUNDS IS ANOTHER CRITICAL SKILL MEASURED BY
THE STAR EARLY LITERACY TEST. EARLY READERS ARE EXPECTED TO IDENTIFY UPPERCASE AND LOWERCASE LETTERS,
UNDERSTAND LETTER-SOUND RELATIONSHIPS, AND BEGIN RECOGNIZING SIMPLE WORDS.

AND SOUNDS GRADUALLY, FOLLOWED BY BLENDING EXERCISES, SUPPORTS DECODING SKILLS. UTILIZING MULTISENSORY

BUILDING VoCABULARY THROUGH READ-ALouUDS AND CONVERSATIONS

REGULAR READING ALOUD TO CHILDREN EXPOSES THEM TO NEW VOCABULARY AND MODELS FLUENT READING. DISCUSSING
STORIES AND ASKING QUESTIONS ABOUT THE CONTENT DEVELOPS COMPREHENSION AND CRITICAL THINKING. ENCOURAGING
CHILDREN TO EXPRESS IDEAS AND DESCRIBE EXPERIENCES ALSO FOSTERS LANGUAGE GROWTH, WHICH IS BENEFICIAL FOR TEST

SUPPORTIVE ATMOSPHERE ENCOURAGES PERSISTENCE AND CONFIDENCE.

How OFTEN SHOULD STUDENTS TAKE THE STAR EARLY LITERACY TEST?

SCHOOLS MAY ADMINISTER THE TEST MULTIPLE TIMES A YEAR TO MONITOR PROGRESS, TYPICALLY AT THE BEGINNING, MIDDLE,
AND END OF THE SCHOOL YEAR.
