Places mentioned should be located on the map. In Luke the parables and new stories are especially
noted. The more intimate revelation of Jesus given in John’s gospel should prove a personal blessing
to each student. Students should become familiar with the content of the simple chronological
outline of Christ’s life as drawn from the four gospels that has been included in this edition. The Acts
and the epistles are taken in the order they appear in the Bible. The missionary message in Acts and
the Christian life teachings in the epistles have been kept in mind. Since time prohibits the complete
study of each epistle, a limited number of chapters have been selected for study. Several teachers
assign the Revelation as parallel reading giving a brief preview at the time of the assignment and a
discussion of the book after it has been read. It is my prayer that all who use this book will be guided
by it into a deeper, more personal, knowledge of the living Word, the Lord Jesus Christ, as well as
the written Word, the Bible. It is the teacher’s wonderful privilege to bring from the Scripture its
vital, interesting message for personal living.
