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UNDERSTANDING STAMP PRICING

MOST FREQUENTLY REFERENCED PRICE WHEN DISCUSSING HOW MUCH A BOOK OF STAMPS COSTS.

FOREVER STAMPS

FOREVER STAMPS ARE A TYPE OF FIRST-CLASS STAMP THAT CAN BE USED TO MAIL A STANDARD LETTER REGARDLESS OF

ADDITIONAL STAMP TYPES
IN ADDITION TO FIRST-CLASS AND FOREVER STAMPS, THERE ARE OTHER TYPES OF STAMPS, INCLUDING:
e PRIORITY MAIL STAMPS: USED FOR FASTER DELIVERY SERVICE, WHICH IS MORE EXPENSIVE THAN FIRST-CLASS.

® INTERNATIONAL STAMPS: REQUIRED FOR SENDING MAIL OUTSIDE THE UNITED STATES, WITH VARYING COSTS BASED ON
DESTINATION.

CURRENT PRICES OF BOOKS OF STAMPS

THE PRICE OF A BOOK OF STAMPS OFTEN DEPENDS ON THE NUMBER OF STAMPS CONTAINED WITHIN IT. IN THE UNITED STATES, A
STANDARD BOOK OF STAMPS TYPICALLY CONTAINS 20 STAMPS. AS OF THE LATEST POSTAL RATE ADJUSTMENTS, THE PRICE OF
A BOOK OF FOREVER STAMPS IS SET AT A SPECIFIC AMOUNT THAT REFLECTS THE FIRST-CLASS STAMP PRICE. CURRENTLY, A
Book OF 20 FOREVER STAMPS IS GENERALLY PRICED AT AROUND $ 1 200, THOUGH THIS CAN VARY SLIGHTLY BASED ON WHERE
YOU PURCHASE THEM.

[T IS IMPORTANT TO NOTE THAT PRICES MAY BE UPDATED PERIODICALLY, SO ALWAYS CHECK THE LATEST RATES FROM THE
USPS OrR AUTHORIZED RETAILERS. ADDITIONALLY, RETAILERS MAY OFFER SLIGHT PRICE VARIATIONS BASED ON CONVENIENCE
FEES OR LOCAL TAXES.

STAMPS CAN BE PURCHASED FROM VARIOUS LOCATIONS, WHICH CAN AFFECT THEIR AVAILABILITY AND PRICE. HerRE ARE SOME
COMMON PLACES TO BUY STAMPS!

e PosT OFFICES: THE MOST RELIABLE SOURCE FOR STAMPS, WHERE YOU CAN BUY BOOKS, ROLLS, OR INDIVIDUAL STAMPS.

o ONLINE RETAILERS: WEBSITES LIKE THE USPS OFFICIAL SITE OFFER STAMPS FOR DIRECT PURCHASE, OFTEN WITH
OPTIONS FOR DELIVERY.

e GROCERY STORES AND PHARMACIES: MANY LOCAL GROCERY STORES AND PHARMACIES SELL STAMPS, MAKING THEM
CONVENIENT FOR LAST-MINUTE PURCHASES.

o OFFICE SUPPLY STORES: STORES LIKE STAPLES OR OFFICE DEPOT OFTEN SELL STAMPS IN VARIOUS QUANTITIES.

W/HEN PURCHASING STAMPS, CONSIDER THE CONVENIENCE OF LOCATION AND POTENTIAL SHIPPING COSTS IF BUYING ONLINE.

FACTORS INFLUENCING STAMP PRICES

SEVERAL FACTORS CAN INFLUENCE THE PRICE OF STAMPS, INCLUDING!:

® INFLATION: AS THE COST OF LIVING INCREASES, POSTAL SERVICES MAY ADJUST STAMP PRICES ACCORDINGLY.



o OPERATIONAL CoSTS: CHANGES IN THE COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH THE DELIVERY OF MAIL, SUCH AS FUEL AND LABOR
COSTS, CAN IMPACT PRICING.

o CHANGES IN PoSTAL SerVICE DEMAND: A DECREASE IN MAIL VOLUME CAN LEAD TO PRICE ADJUSTMENTS TO MAINTAIN

AND NOTABLE FIGURES, WHICH CAN BE PURCHASED AT POST OFFICES AND ONLINE.
