In the second part, we embellish on real life experiences of
physicians to highlight the pain and depth of the moral distress they feel. We share stories around
the character—their family, love life, divorce, etc.—to show the individual person behind the doctor.
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of the Chapters. To make it easier to follow the material, at the beginning of each chapter we outline
the points discussed, as a speaker outlines the material, summarizing it in the first slide of each
topic. We hope that this way the readers can focus on the issues quickly throughout the book. This
book is formatted as a business novel and therefore the characters and situations are drawn from
liberally. As well as reading like a novel, the reader can read each chapter separately and still
understand the points.
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
